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Sarah Frampton Smith


Sarah was born in  Clay County, Missouri on 14 Nov 1834.  Her parents were David Frampton and Elizabeth Hough.  Her father first married Rachel Brush and had seven children.  He was a widower when he married Sarah’s mother, Elizabeth.  Sarah survived the persecution of the Mormons in Missouri and lived in Nauvoo as a child.


At age fifteen she marrried Thomas C. Smith on 3 Jan 1850 in Mt. Pisgah, Iowa.  She met him while her family was residing at Mt. Pisgah after having left Nauvoo.  Their first child, Mary Elizabeth (Rooker) was born in Mt. Pisgah.


They began the trek to the Salt Lake Valley in the spring of 1852, when the baby was about six months old.  After arriving in the Salt Lake Valley in the fall of 1852 Thomas and Sarah first went to live in Provo, but later moved to Springville. There three more children joined their home, John Alma born 16 May 1854, Sarah Irinda (Humes, Sr.) born 12 July 1859, and Annie Lenora (Bell), 2 Jul 1863.

Their next and last move was to Heber City where six more children came, making a total of ten.  These children’s names were Marthe Ellen (Clegg), 20 Apr 1866, Liza Louverna (Van Wagenen), 11 Jul 1868, Dempsey Matilda (Baird), 11 Apr 1872, Thomas Devera, 23 Aug 1874, and James Richard, 23 Feb 1880.


Besides being a loyal and industrious wife, Sarah was a loving and wise mother.  She is described as being a good neighbor, ever lending a helping hand to those in need.  She passed away at age fifty-nine, when her youngest child was thirteen, on 3 Dec 1893.  Thomas joined her four years later.  They are both buried in Heber City, Wasatch County, Utah.
