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MATTHIAS WING


Matthias Wing, son of Joseph and Amy Pettis Wing, was born in Luzerne, New York, November 28, 1813.  His parents removed first to Pennsylvaniaa and then in 1826 to Trumbull County, Ohio, and in  1836 settled in Pike County, Illinois.  To this union were born four children:  Commodore Perry Wing, 7 January 1839 at Detroit, Pike County, Illinois; Samuel Joseph wing, born 13 August 1842 in Detroit, Pike County, Illinois; John William Wing, 25 May 1845 at Newburg, Pike County, Illinois; and Norman Allen Wing, 1 September 1848 at Newburg, Pike County, Illinois.  Elizabeth died September 11, 1848.  After her death Matthias married Levina Fletcher.  There were no children by this second marriage, and after the death of this second wife in 1877 Matthias removed to Utah where he lived alternately with his sons, Samuel Joseph and John William until his death at Lehi on August 22, 1896 in his 83rd year.


Matthias Wing was a man of strict morals, as straight as an arrow in build until the day of his death, and an honest man in all his dealings, devout in sorship, beloved by all who knw him.  He was proud of the fact that he knew and had split rails with Abraham Lincoln in the state of Illinois.  He was a farmer by occupation.
